
THE MUSEUM
Located in the heart of Brussels, the ART ET 
MARGES MUSEUM is dedicated to outsider art 
(Art brut), self-taught art created on the mar-
gins of the established art circuit. Here you come 
face to face with powerful works that make you 
ponder the boundaries of art and its definition.  
 
The collection was begun in the mid-1980s, with 
works by self-taught artists and persons with 
mental disabilities or psychiatric inpatients 
participating in art studios. Today it includes 
more than 4,000 international works, all of which 
were created on the margins of the art world. 
 
Temporary exhibitions create a dynamic dialogue 
between the works of artists from both sides of the 
margin. 

THE VISIT 
(AND THE WORKSHOP)
The guide will accompany you on a journey of 
reflection and enjoyment of these extraordi-
nary works, which reveal the diversity of crea-
tive forms and explore all artistic fields (painting, 
sculpture, assemblage, collage, music, dance, etc.).   
 
The visit makes you aware of your own artis-
tic potential and invites you to express your own 
personality as an echo of the spontaneity of the 
artworks on display. Therefore, the museum offers 
groups the chance to extend their visit with a crea-
tive workshop inspired by the techniques and/or 
themes observed during the tour.
